También se revisara el flujo de trabajo para evaluar proyectos desde etapas tempranas hasta minas en
operacion, incluyendo la elaboracion de secciones y planos geolégicos, con casos como Boda y Red Chris.

This workshop presents the diversity of alteration and mineralization styles in high-K calc-alkaline and
alkaline Cu-Au porphyry systems worldwide, with examples from the Late Jurassic-Early Triassic belt of
western British Columbia (Canada) and the Macquarie Arc (Australia),

Using drill core and outcrop photographs, participants will examine hydrothermal alteration zoning and the
criteria to distinguish early, intermediate, and late mineralized porphyries, as well as associated breccias,
strengthening their exploration assessment skills.

The workshop also reviews workflows for project evaluation from early-stage prospects to operating mines,
including the construction of geological sections and level plans, with case studies such as Boda and Red
Chris.
